II/ Possible Disadvantages of Space Travel: 
 
� We need to focus on our problems here on Earth. We’re faced with a large debt and many of our 
citizens don’t have jobs or homes.

 � New technology will yield a greater chance of malfunctioning equipment, which could be 
disastrous.

� The strong possibility of space terrorism could arise: Suicide bombers will not have to use bombs 
in a spaceship; instead they can just break a window creating a vacuum of air to kill everyone 
inside. That’s scary. 
� The space is a vacuum, which is a risk. In a vacuum there is no atmosphere and therefore no air 
pressure. Without air pressure, the human body has no oxygen to sustain itself. After too many 
minutes without oxygen, a person would lose consciousness and eventually die. 
� Also, in a vacuum a person’s blood will gradually begin to boil. And, without an atmosphere, the 
rays of the Sun can cause radiation poisoning.
